Dear Medicaid,


Our goal is to place the child in a supine position for 6-12 months until his/her head and trunk control improves. We will then switch the stander to a prone position so he/she can continue to work on head and trunk control without the head support. The stander support shell is where all the supports are mounted. The stander covers provide padding to keep the child from being injured. The pivot base mounts with the stander shell and is what allows the stander to be adjusted at different angles without having to transfer the child out every time it needs to be repositioned. The stander shell cannot be used without the pivot base. The tray provides upper extremity and trunk support, which in turn will help with head control. The headrest support shell, headrest cushion, and headrest laterals help keep the child’s head in midline position when standing in supine position. The sandals secure the child’s feet in a neutral position, which will assist in his overall alignment.
