Dear Medicaid,

Our goal is to use the Gazelle stander in supine position for 6-12 months until his/her head and trunk control improves. We will then switch the stander to a prone position so he/she can continue to work on head and trunk control without the head support. One set of lateral supports will be used as trunk supports and one set will be used as hip guides. This configuration will provide proper trunk alignment. The tray provides upper extremity and trunk support, which in turn will help with head control. The headrest pad and adjustable hardware will help keep the child’s head in midline position when standing in supine position. The use of this Gazelle multi-adjustable stander is more cost effective and will negate the need for both a supine stander and then later a prone stander.
